On this solemnity of the Body and Blood of Our Lord, we renew our 

faith in the great gift of the Holy Eucharist. Corpus Christi celebrates the 

greatest treasure of the Church: the Holy Eucharist, which Our Lord Je-

sus said is the means of being truly one with Him on this earth and the 

way to Eternal Life. Will we ever allow ourselves to walk away and 

abandon Our Lord in the Holy Eucharist through sin? Why do so many 

people do so? Or, like St. Peter, do we realize the greatness of the gift 

and respond, "Master, to whom shall we go? You have the words of eter-

nal life.ò (John 6:68). Today, let us remember two important things: Je-

susô command: ñDo this in memory of me.ò(Luke 22:19) We MUST 

celebrate the Holy Eucharist faithfully and reverently on the Lordôs 

Holy Day. Secondly, St. Paulôs serious admonition: ñWhoever eats the 

bread or drinks the cup of the Lord unworthily will have to answer for 

the body and blood of the Lord.
