Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 

Though we are back in Ordinary Time, this is still a special season as there are big 

solemnities we are celebrating at this time. That includes todayôs solemnity, the 

Most Holy Trinity: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit! For our parish in particular, we had 

a special feast this past week. It was the feast of our parish patron, St. Anthony! Be-

cause of that, I thought it best to continue our break from the Catechism and use this 

Pastor Column to say a bit about our patron saint. I gave a homily at the holy hour 

we had this past Wednesday evening. Since not everyone came, I thought it would 

be good to share this homily with you and give us all something to reflect on.  

Most of us know St. Anthony by one thing: being the patron saint of finding lost 

things. As a priest, that is often disheartening to hear because we should always 

learn more about the saints in order to be like them. St. Anthony is no different. 

Ironically, however, I actually do want to focus on this aspect of him, of being the 

patron for finding lost things. After all, where did that thought come from anyway? 

First, here is the basic biography of our patron. St. Anthony was born in Lisbon, 

Portugal towards the end of the 12th century. He was initially an Augustinian monk 

but spent most of his life as a Franciscan monk. He was known for many miracles; 

itôs even said he committed the entire Bible to memory! But most importantly, he 

traveled throughout Italy, being known for his powerful preaching and fire for the 

Gospel. If you remember last year, I even gave the example of the miracle when St. 

Anthony preached to fish! He eventually made a stay in Padua, hence his name. As 

evidenced by his life, he was a man of action, but also a man of words by his 

preaching. We often hear the expression ñactions speak louder than wordsò; I think 

thatôs true to an extent, but Anthony shows us that we are called to have bothðto 

speak the truth, then follow through with our actions. Anthony did this in spades, 

owing him to being not only canonized but becoming a Doctor of the Church. 

Okay, what about the lost things part? Where did that come from? This attribution 

comes from an incident where a novice monk once carried off a valuable psalter (i.e. 

book of the Psalms for prayer) St. Anthony was using. St. Anthony prayed very hard 

that the psalter would be found. After seeing an alarming apparition of St. Anthony, 

the novice returned the psalter. Must have been a scary sight! But here is the thingð

Anthony prayed for what was dear to him that was lost. I think in many ways, he did 

that in life. Not necessarily finding lost things, but finding lost souls. 

That is one thing people often forget about St. Anthony, but it is an important les-

son. Anthony is the patron of lost items, but more importantly, he is the patron of 

lost souls ð those who have fallen to mortal sin, who have abandoned the Church, 

and who have grown apathetic to the practice of the faith. This should lead us to 

pause and be mindful of our mission to evangelize. That was the mission St. An-

thony lived out to the fullest, as should we. Right now, some people might come to 

your mind: family, friends, community members, all who either left the Church or 

struggle with some kind of grave sin. Donôt these souls need finding? Donôt these 

souls need help? Then together, as a parish, out of love for our patron, may we ask 

St. Anthony not only to find our lost items. More importantly, may we ask him to 

help save all souls who are lost. Amen.

Saints of the  Week  

Wed., June 19:  Saint Romuald, Abbot:  d. 1027; from Ravenna; 

founded (980) the Camaldolese hermits, today numbering about one 

hundred members; urged contemplative prayer through solitude, si-

lence, and fasting. 

Fri., June 21:  Saint Aloysius Gonzaga, Religious:  d. 1591 at age 

twenty-three caring for the sick; from the princely family of Castig-

lione; a page at the court of the Medicis and of Philip II of Spain; re-

nounced inheritance to enter the Jesuits; Robert Bellarmine was his 

spiritual director; strongly devoted to the Eucharist, interior prayer, 

and charitable service; patron of youth and of students in Jesuit col-

leges and universities. 

Sat., June 22:  Saint Paulinus of Nola, Bishop; Saints John Fisher, 

Bishop, and Thomas More, Martrys:  Paulinus, d. 431; husband and 

father who gave his possessions to the poor; dedicated bishop, espe-

cially during the Visigothic invasions.  John Fisher, beheaded 22 June 

1535; chancellor of Cambridge University; bishop of Rochester; dedi-

cated pastor of souls; renowned for his preaching and educational re-

forms; defender of Church tradition against Luther, and the Roman 

primacy against Henry VIII.  Thomas More, beheaded 6 July 1535; 

humanist and chancellor of England; close friend of Erasmus; wrote 

Utopia; refused to support Henry VIIIôs divorce of Queen Catherine 

and his Act of Supremacy; patron of lawyers, statesmen, and politi-

cians.
